Commuter students
under the age of 18must be signed in and out by a parent, legal guardian, or a
parent/guardian daily. Each parent of a commutermust also fill out a
permission-to-drive form for the attending student. More information on the
check in and out process for commuter students will be provided at registration.

Overnight student participants (non-commuters) are not permitted to bring a
vehicle to campus unless they are over the age of 18 on or before June 26, 2025.
Overnight student participants over the age of 18must not drive their car for
the duration of the Tech DrumMajor Academy.

Tennessee TechUniversity CampusRules andGuidelines
