iv. Serve as a tehenical resource for questions and comments regarding the
hedmical inventory.
v. Disseminate information regarding the prohedure
vi. Provide ready access to the inventory during an emergency (accidental release).
vii. Submit necessary reports to regulatory agencies

Chemical users must submit a current hedmical inventory between March 1 and June 1 each year.
Departments that do not respond by June 1 will be reminded of the need to complete their inventory.
EHS shall send an electronic copy of the current invento ry in ted chemical inventory databasd to the

b. The following substances are excluded from the chemical inventory in the workplace
i.  Consumer chemicals used in a manner that is similar to domestic-type application (e.g.
Household bleach solution used to sanitize surfaces and equipment, Household baking
soda used for cleaning and odor control.)
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
